Historian report

5. President report:
Several members were acknowledged for the contributions to the club this year. Suhas Kodali
for opening the club each week, Gert Hilhorst for maintaining the website, Joe Bihimeyer for his
work with the training classes, and Bob Cyr for putting the NBCC history on the website. Bob
was presented with an engraved crystal plaque in recognition for his work.
New this year at NBCC is the use of PayPal and the web-site for tournament entrees and
collection of dues/fees. PayPal does charge us for this, so we will be adding a $1.00 shipping
charge to cover those costs. Financial health is good, with 94 members, 25 of whom are
scholastic players. Compared to last year, this is the same membership at this time, but with 6
more scholastic players.

7. Treasurer’s report
At present, membership dues do not cover rent. A proposal was made to increase membership
from $60 to $65 (or two installments of $35), $50 for scholastic, $35 for 65+/hardship/2nd family
member. Out-of-state college student was also included in the $35 rate. .
